The Zoning Board of Appeals was held on Tuesday, October 19, 2013. The members present were; Chairperson Amy Zott, Dan Snyder, Dave Wawrzyniakowski, Secretary Jon Schultz II, Alternate #1 Ron Patla. Alternate #2 was absent. Joel Weis was excused.
Public Hearing:
· A Public Hearing was held regarding the consideration of a variance from Section 315-18F(1), Setback and Yards, which states: “A minimum street yard of 25 feet from the right-of-way of all public streets shall be required.” for property located at 232 Randolph Street submitted by Robert Henney for a 4 foot setback variance to allow the construction of a 4 feet by 14 feet enclosed porch on the front of the house. There were no public comments.
New Business:
· A Zoning Variance application from Robert Henney, for property located at 232 Randolph Street, requested to construct a 4 feet by 14 feet enclosed porch on the front of the house. This property was constructed in 1880 with a front setback of 23 feet 11 inches. Neighboring properties (216 Randolph Street and 181 Duane Street) have an average front setback of 21 feet 10 inches, giving Robert Henney two additional feet by setback averaging. 
· The appeal was filed on September 8, 2010 for an area variance from the City of Burlington Zoning Code Ordinance 315-18F(1). Previously the porch on this structure was converted to living space. This variance request is to add an additional porch. The average setback of neighboring properties is 21 feet 10.5 inches. The variance setback sought is double the average. The City Zoning Code Ordinance from Section 315-18F(1) does not prevent the owner from using the property for a permitted purpose.
· Based upon the findings of the Zoning Variance application from Robert Henney for property located at 232 Randolph Street for a 4 foot setback variance to allow the construction of a 4 feet by 14 feet enclosed porch on the front of the house was denied. 
No motion was made or seconded so the variance request is denied.
