A. Ordinance 1994(13) to amend section 315-30A “Permitted Uses” in the M-1 Light Manufacturing 
District of the City of Burlington Municipal Code.

A. Motion 15-793 to approve an Airport Hangar Lease at 956 Bravo Taxiway with Jeff Milne for a 
term 29 years in the amount of $275.88 per year. 

A motion was made by Prailes with a second by Bauman to approve Motion 15-793. 

With all in favor, the motion carried. 

B. Motion 15-795 to authorize a deviation to the off-street parking dimensions as part of the approved 
Planned Unit Development (PUD) Detailed Site Plan for the proposed Aurora Health Care Facility 
at 1062 Spring Valley Road. 

A motion was made by Dawidziak with a second by Bauman to approve Motion 15-795. 

With all in favor, the motion carried. 

C. Motion 15-796 to enter into a contract for planning and design services for the Burlington 
Community Pool Project. 

Before the motion was made, Mayor Miller informed Council the possible options for Council to 
motion on. 

A motion was made by Vos with a second by Dawidziak to approve that the City enter into contract 
negotiations with Burbach Aquatics, LLC in accordance with Motion 15-796. 

Preusker wanted to know if entering into this agreement would allow Council to further negotiate 
the contract. Mayor replied that City staff would negotiate the contract and then bring it back to 
Council at a later date for approval to enter into the contract. 

Roll Call Aye: Prailes, Johnson, Dawidziak, Vos, Preusker, and Bauman. Nay: Schultz. Motion 
carried 6-1.
