Tuesday, November 17, 2015


1. Call to Order/Roll Call
Mayor Robert Miller called the meeting to order at 6:30 p.m. starting with roll call.  Aldermen present: John Ekes, Bob Grandi, Ruth Dawidziak, Tom Vos, Jon Schultz, Tom Preusker, and Todd Bauman. Excused: Ed Johnson, Tom Preusker

Also present: City Administrator Carina Walters, City Attorney John Bjelajac, Treasurer and Budget Officer Steven DeQuaker, Director of Administrative Services Megan Watkins, Police Chief Mark Anderson, Building Inspector and Zoning Administrator Gregory Guidry, and Tom Foht of Kapur and Associates.

2. Citizens Comments and Questions
None

NOTE: Alderman Tom Preusker arrived and joined the Committee of the Whole meeting at 6:35 pm.

3. Approval of Minutes from November 3, 2015
	A motion was made by Ekes with a second by Vos to approve the minutes from November 3, 2015.  With all in favor, the motion carried to approve the minutes. 

4. Topic: Resolution 4755(29) ton consider authorizing an application to the Public Service Commission for authority to increase water rates charged by the City of Burlington Water Utility.
Mayor Miller introduced Resolution 4755(29) and then opened it up for discussion.
Vos inquired about the 3% increase and wanted to know if it would make more sense to just have one lump sum increase rather than incurring these small increases each year. Mayor Miller explained that per the Public Service Commission (PSC), the City has been using the Simplified Rate Case (SRC) in order to keep pace with normal and ordinary cost increases due to inflation. Mayor further explained that PSC controls what the City’s rate increases should be and is based on the current rate study and that the SRC allows the City to impose the rate increase without having to go before the PSC for a larger increase at this time, which will be done if the financial study indicates that the City needs a larger increase.
Bauman asked if the 3% was getting the city to where it needs to be or is there a deficit on water and sewer. Walters responded that the 3% increase is a minimum recommendation from a prior study and until the city can conduct a full analysis, this is the interim step before the city can take that next step; however there is currently no deficit and the 3% keeps the city running even. 
Ekes asked when the study is projected to be completed. Steve DeQuaker responded the study should be completed by the end of the first quarter. Ekes then asked, when the study is completed and if it indicates we qualify for a larger increase, can this city implement another increase at that time. DeQuaker stated that the 3% increase would need to be in place for one year before it could be adjusted to reflect any possible necessary changes revealed in the rate study. 
5. Topic: Resolution 4756(36) to consider approving an Extraterritorial Certified Survey Map for Gail Ketterhagen with property located at 5741 Brever Road in the Town of Burlington.
Mayor introduced Resolution 4756(36) and opened it up for discussion. There was no discussion.

6. Topic: Resolution 4757(31) to consider adopting a Certified Survey Map for property located at 1624 & 1700 S. Teut Road.
Mayor introduced Resolution 4757(31) and explained that this request seeks to combine two existing parcels into a single lot in order to construct a senior living facility. 
[bookmark: _GoBack]Shawn McKibben, representative for Oak Park Place, gave a brief presentation regarding the proposed senior living center. McKibben explained that the project would involve two phases. The first phase would be the construction of an assisted living center and 40 units of memory care. Phase two would be an independent living facility. McKibben stated that they are located out of Madison and although they develop properties, they are primarily operators and don’t develop property with the intent to flip and sell – they run and operate their own facilities.
Vos clarified that the access point to the facility would be off Teut Road and not Milwaukee Avenue. 
Grandi asked if there would be increased demands to the City’s rescue services and what kind of skilled nursing would be required. McKibben replied that increased services isn’t expected and that this facility would not require skilled nursing services, which is controlled by the state. 

Vos inquired as to what led the company to Burlington. McKibben replied that through marketing research, market demand showed that there was a need for this type of facility in Burlington 
7. Topic: Ordinance 2002(8) to consider amending the Official Survey Map for property located at 1624 & 1700 S. Teut Road to rezone from B-1, Neighborhood Business District to Rm-4/PUD, Multi-Family Residential with Planned Unit Development (PUD) Overlay.

There was no discussion.
8. Topic: Ordinance 2003(9) to consider amending the Racine County Multi-Jurisdictional Comprehensive Plan for property located at 1624 & 1700 S. Teut Road. 
There was no discussion.
9. Topic: Motion 15-821 to consider approving an Airport Hangar Lease with John Pelland at 932 Alpha Taxiway for a term not-to-exceed 29 years in the amount of $310.08 per year.
Mayor introduced Motion 15-821and opened it up for discussion.
Vos asked what the lease rate is per square foot and if it’s adjusted on an annual or semi-annual basis. Mayor Miller responded that the rate is based off of square footage and usage of the hangar (commercial vs residential). Vos then asked when the last time the rates were adjusted. Miller wasn’t sure when the last adjustment occurred, but suggested staff contact the airport committee for more information and report back to council.


10. Topic: Motion 15-822 to consider entering into an agreement with Swagit for Council Meeting Web Streaming and Agenda Software Management.
Mayor introduced Motion 15-822 and opened it up for discussion. 
Walters explained the feature and benefits of Swagit’s web-streaming and agenda management software and how this program aligns with the City’s goal to be transparent as well as streamlines the agenda building process and then explained the breakdown of costs.
Several questions were asked regarding the technical capabilities of tracking hits, live indexing, and the ability to capture particular links to post to social media. Grandi wanted to see a live demo of the product. 
Mayor Miller suggested that council make a motion to table this topic, collect the answers, and bring back to council at the December 1, 2015 meeting. 
11. Topic: Motion 15-823 to consider authorizing staff to proceed with the sale of up to $450,000 in General Obligation Promissory Notes to Fox River State Bank for the TIF District 5 Project.
Mayor introduced Motion 15-823 and opened it up for discussion. 
Vos asked where the city was at with discussions with Aurora. Mayor Miller stated that discussions have been ongoing. Attorney Bjelajac stated that he has been in contact with Aurora’s attorney and inquired about the City’s request for funding and the cost overruns, in which he was told that was still being considered. Bjelajac further stated that he doesn’t know what the final result will be, but there’s been no final decision from decision makers at Aurora. 
Bauman asked how much money is currently owed. Walters responded that the current amount is approximately $300,000; however the $450,000 is a line of credit and will only be drawn from if needed. Whatever isn’t used will go back to the bank. 
12. Adjourn
	A motion was made by Ekes with a second by Preusker to adjourn the meeting.  With all in favor, the meeting adjourned at 7:58 p.m.
